Notice is hereby given that the subject property has been determined suitable by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for homeless use.  Since no further Federal requirement exists, the subject property has been made available for homeless use by the General Services Administration (GSA) and was published in the Federal Register on September 24, 2004.  Map enclosed.

The property is located at 50 16th Street, Wheeling, WV  26003-3671 and is improved with a one-story, brick building consisting of approximately 5,901 rentable square feet and approximately 30 parking spaces on site.  Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM) were found in the building in the drywall compound above the ceiling wall in the storage room and in the vinyl cove base adhesive on the walls throughout the office.  It is assumed that ACM insulation is located in the fire door, in the doors in the lobby area as well as on the water line pipe fittings and roof drain, above and below the utility closet ceiling, above the restroom ceiling, above the lunchroom ceiling and above the ceiling in four corners of the building.  Due to the age of the building, lead-based paint may exist.
Under Title V of the Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Assistance Act (McKinney Act), as amended, public bodies and eligible nonprofit organizations concerned with providing assistance to the homeless may apply to lease Government property determined suitable by HUD and made available by GSA for homeless use.  Also, States and their political subdivisions and instrumentalities, tax-supported institutions, and nonprofit institutions which have been held exempt from taxation under section 501(c)(3) of the 1954 Internal Revenue Code may apply to acquire Government property determined suitable by HUD and made available by GSA for homeless use by deed under the provisions of 40 U.S.C. 101 et. seq. (the “Property Act”) and applicable regulations.  Interested parties will have 60 -2-

days from the above mentioned Federal Register publication date to submit a written expression of interest and obtain necessary application instructions from the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS).
