Notice is hereby given that the above mentioned property has been determined suitable by the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) for homeless use. The property consists of a single family home located at the Tsunami Warning Center, Palmer, Alaska. The home is for "OFF SITE REMOVAL ONLY", as the land remains part of the property determined necessary for use by the West Coast/ Alaska Tsunami Warning Center. The home was constructed in 1966 and is offered "AS IS/ WHERE IS". 

Under Title V of the Stewart B. McKinney Homeless Act, public bodies and eligible nonprofit organizations concerned with providing assistance to homeless may apply to lease Government property determined suitable by HUD for homeless use. Also, States and their political subdivisions and instrumentality's, tax-supported institutions, and non-profit institutions which have been held exempt from taxation under section 501 (c)(3) of the 1954 Internal Revenue Code may apply to acquire Government property determined suitable by HUD for homeless use by deed under section 203 (k) of the Federal Property and Administrative Services Act of 1949, as amended. Interested parties will have 60 days from the above date to submit a written expression of interest and obtain necessary application instructions from the Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) Public bodies and eligible nonprofit organizations wishing to apply for the property should contact:
